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WHAT'S BEEN
HAPPENING AT THE
PRIMARY SCHOOL?

At the primary school we use cross
curricular topics to explore and
learn  about our  foundation
subjects.

A 3-year rotational topic curriculum
has been desighed in our EYFS and
KS1 provision and in our KS2 classes
pupils will receive a 5-year rotation
in order o offer a wide and broad
balance of topics.

The whole curriculum is designed to
ensure pupils do not repeat topics
within a key stage to maintain
engagement whilst building upon
skills and knowledge in all areas
over their journey through the
school. The whole school topic plan
which tells you what pupils will

The tfopics are designed to focus
upon outcomes related to the focus
subject however science is a
constant focus from KS1 onin every
topic. We encourage new language
and vocabulary throughout and
enjoy many stories related fo the
topics.

Each class provides information via
the website about the topic that
the class are undertaking during
the term and you can also always

contact the teachers to find out
any more information you would like
to know.

Our current topic year is year 3 and
we have had some great fun in
classes exploring the topics and
subjects they cover. Here are just
some examples:

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WHAT'S BEEN
HAPPENING AT THE
SECONDARY SCHOOL?

This term in Humanities at the Link
Secondary KS3 will be exploring
Ancient Egypt. We will complete a
virtual tour of one of the Great
Wonders of the Ancient world- The
Pyramid of Giza. Through role-play
and hot-seating we will look at the
role, responsibility and courage of
Narmer the first Pharaoh of Egypt.
We will follow Narmer on his
800mile journey from Upper Egypt
to lower Egypt. Here he will conquer
the north and unite Egypt and
becomes Egypt’s first Pharaoh.

Narmer arrives in Lower Egypt with his
guards

The leader of Lower Egypt refuses to give
up his land.

We will be using a range of Link
Priorities to help us explore the
topic further and develop our
ability to increase out theory of
mind and problem solving skills.

Pharaoh Narmer and his guards announce
a united Egypt.

We will become the detectives and
find out if there was a terrible
curse on the fomb of Tutankhamun.
We will try to discover why the
Egyptian built the pyramids, what
did mummification entail and
identify the many Egyptian gods
and goddesses.



In KS4 this term we are increasing
our  understanding of  the
Rainforests. We will be identifying
where and why the rainforests are
located throughout the world. Do
the rainforests have seasons and
what is their climate.

We will be identifying the five
layers of the rainforest, what
happens at each layer, what animals,
insect and birds live there and why
the shape of the leaves differ from
each other.

We will be exploring animal and
plant adaptations to the rainforest
and what unique species thrive
there.

We will be using a range of Link
Priorities where we get the
opportunity fo explore how the
indigenous people of the rainforest
are experiencing climate change,
illegal logging and losing their
homes.
